1, PURPOSE
To outline the requirement of high visibility safety apparel that would reduce
the risk of injury and incident to ALARA for Vale Manitoba Operations on
surface.

2 SCOPE

This SPI covers areas in surface operations where employees are exposed to
the risk of injury:

a) From a moving vehicle or powered mobile equipment.

b) Due to the person not being visible to other persons because of
environmental or other conditions in the workplace or at the worksite.

Exemptions:

It should be understood that some work areas where mobile equipment
typically operates may be exempt from Class 2 clothing as outlined in this
Policy.

» Determined by a Risk Assessment and approved by the Departmental
SH&E Committee.

e Pedestrians using identified, approved walkways for travelling to and
from the workplace will not require High Visibility clothing.

e Underground requirements are governed under 212/2011 4.6(1)
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3. REQUIREMENTS

All employees on surface in areas of risks outlined in the scope are required,
at a minimum, to wear High Visibility apparel defined in the CSA Standard

Z96-09 as being Class 2.

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2"Silver Glass Bead or Prismatic Reflective Trim with a Fluorescent Yellow-Lime Background Fabric
For FR purposes, Bright Fabric is often substituted

2" sliver Glass Bead or Prismatic Reflective Trim with a Fluorescent Orange-Red Background Fabric
For FR purposes, Bright Fabric is often substituted

For illustration purposes, we have used all allowable Flucrescent Backgrounds. The retrareflective harness
pattern can also be achieved using a combined performance trim, such as a 3 or 47 Contrasting Fluorescent
Tape with 2" Reflective trim. For Class 2, the entire Upper Torso must be covered, including sides and over the
shoulder. There must be a minimum distance of 50 mm (27) from the reflective bands to the edge of the
garment This includes sice coverage. The Reflective Material must amount to 1300 square cm (202 square
